Fresh from the Farm provides students from 3-4 classrooms per school with healthy eating and earth-friendly farming curricular lessons and activities, including healthy food tastings, “meet the farmer” visits, tours of local organic farms, planning and design support for school-based organic gardens, and parent links to CSA farms.

Zero Waste Schools

SGA provides planning and implementation support for conducting Zero Waste Assessments (required for IL DCEO funding applications), and provides grant proposal development support, including Zero Waste strategic plan design.

Zero Waste Education and Implementation Support

Zero Waste education and implementation support includes: a) in-class sessions with students about Zero Waste, vermicomposting, and composting; b) support of school-based Zero Waste Teams with development and implementation of educational activities (zero waste lunches, field trips, contests, and fundraisers); c) design and implementation support with school-based marketing initiatives to promote Zero Waste strategies; d) direct strategy implementation design and support; and e) support with results evaluation and measurement.
